Response to Reading

Reading a science text is different from reading a story.  When reading a science text, we usually need to reread many pieces of the text in order to understand it well.  Rather than reading the entire text multiple times, spiral read.  When we spiral read, we go back and reread pieces of the text when we realize we are missing part of the meaning of a part of the text we have read.  A reader may reread a sentence, a group of sentences, or a part of a sentence several times.
Every time you are assigned a reading for homework in sixth grade science, you will be asked to take notes using these response types.  Responding to the reading in these ways will help you to maximize your learning from the reading.

As the title for this page in your laboratory notebook, write the title and page numbers of the reading.

You may choose to write your responses as you read or complete the reading and then go back and write responses.  

It is OK if you fill the page before you finish the reading.  If this happens, you may choose to either complete the reading without recording responses or to make additional responses on a separate sheet of lined paper and tape it to the notebook page for extra credit.  
Write your own ideas, and draw your own diagrams.
If you are having trouble thinking of a response to write, try using a new response type.

Include the symbol for your response type in the margin to the left of your response.

Begin a new line for each new response.

Your responses should come from the most interesting and/ or important parts of the reading. 
If you have worked for 30 minutes and you have not filled the page, please stop, and have a parent write, “30” and their initials on the page.
Length requirement:  full page (Begin in the first space.  Do not skip lines.  You may leave the last two spaces blank .)

Response types requirement:  Use 3 or more different response types.
